The also - as an object - traced the (Balance script) set by "Ibn
Mugla"and developed later by his follwers , aiming to spread it between
some calligraphers who used to copy (as practice) the font designed
mainly for printing.

The study , also , aim to discuss some of the works of the pioneers
of Arabic Calligraphy , and the contemporary ones, as well, to see how
they used the target system to achieve the aesthetics values of both
script , also, the researcher presented some of his own works for the
some reason.

As result, the research concluded and approved that by following

the balance system the two scripts, which are used mainly for copying

text massages, also have the quality of being a visual art work.
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
