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The Exhibition Industry in Sudan& the
Role of Friendship Hall in it's Development
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Abstract

Recently, many exhibitions have varied and different purposes,
types and objectives. Exhibitions are badly needed for illustration,
advertisement, information, emotion and amusement. Exhibition has
become an effective means of communication. It is unique compared to
other means of communication simply because it addresses all the human
senses.

When [ joined the Friendship Hall in 1976 up to 2006 the time
when this research was conducted. However, the experience and
knowledge gained in the field of exhibition have made me to consider the
importance of such a vital work. I felt a need to promote it in terms of
organization, preparation, supervision and to adopt new technological
means as well as to be familiar with all things necessary for the success of
exhibitions, However, the scope of this study or rather the space available
does not allow all the prerequisites of exhibitions to be studied. I decided,
therefore, to document, in first place, the history and development of
exhibitions in Sudan so as to come up with a reference book which will
help both students and researchers to encourage them to pursue narrow
specializations in this field.

So far, there is no reference on exhibitions in Sudan except some
photographs featuring a government official opening of the exhibition.
The study aims to present a new document in Sudanese culture. The study
is based on some foreign, encyclopedias, dictionaries and internet to
define exhibition. It also depended on periodicals. Publications, booklets,
newspapers and magazines.

This study depended much on interviews of pioneers in the field,
and many of them have left their positions as result it became difficult to

access them. This has been stated in (the introduction).



Chapter one presents a definition of the term exhibition, and its
classification as a means of.communication as well as terms used in this
study while chapter two has eviewed the history of exhibitions in some
countries world wide and history of exhibitions in Sudan has been
precisely reviewed in particular.

Chapter three encompasses four sections, each section includes all
the organization involved in exhibitions’ preparation, in Sudan such as
plastic art exhibition, Horticulture farming exhibitions in Khartoum,
Khartoum International Fair and exhibition of Khartoum as capital city of
Arab culture. Since Friendship Hall has a direct impact on development
of exhibition in Sudan, chapter four of this study has been designated for
purpose five, it also reviews the establishment and development of
Friendship Hall up to its silver jubilee anniversary and the splendid
addition made to the International presidential Hall.

Chapter five tackles the professional hierarchy of the Friendship
Hall and the recent developments made as dictated by conditions and job
description of employees in the institution.

This study has adopted descriptive and historical methods and all
the relevant documents have been adopted for the benefit of researchers

and students.
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
