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Abstract

This study was carried out for weaving and knitting a
tapestry which can be seen from both sides. The aim of this study
Is to create double sided tapestries to be used for partition
purposes as well as being hanging on walls.

Tapestry was carried out by using two methods i.e.; plain
weave on loom and hand knitting using modular knitting
technique. Both techniques are used to make tapestries. Twenty
(20) tapestries have been created by the researcher. Nineteen
(19) of them to be seen from both sides and only one was done by
using the normal method to show the differences between them.
Yarns were used in woven tapestries i.e.; cotton, wool and jute.
When particular colours were not available the yarns were dyed
for the appropriate tapestries.

Tapestry can be made to be seen from both sides by two
methods. Weaving until the end of the thread or weaving freely
until finishing the thread by the needle. Both techniques leave
small open spaces in tapestry but in the second technique there
are more pronounced.
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
