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Abstract

A social worker plays an essential role in helping the handicapped to
adapt with his situation and to overcome it.

Besides, the social worker facilitates the handicapped to contact socially
and other roles, so the social worker should do the role that the
handicapped needs to increase his efficiency and abilities in order to
adapt with his situation and live in a normal life.

This study aims to evaluate the professional roles of the social worker
dealing with the handicapped in Gaza and to put recommendations to the
problems that the study face in order to activate the role of the social
workers in the field of handicapped.

The study sample is 242 handicapped from 18 years and above.

In addition, the study sample includes 50 handicapped families of less
than 18 years, so the study society includes the handicapped from all
ages.

The searcher used the questionnaire to collect the preliminary
information. She distributed two questionnaires; one for the handicapped
and the other for his family and the questionnaires were distributed in the
handicapped care institutes in Gaza strip from all ages.

The study indicates that there is no relation between the professional roles
to the social workers and the study variables ( handicapped age and sex,
place of residence, educational level, income, the number of disability
years and the disability place.)

Furthermore, we can see from the field study results that answers ranged
between agreeing and disagreeing with regard to the professional roles to
the social workers towards the handicapped. We can say that the social
worker did some roles efficiently but his/ her performance to other roles
wasn't available.

The study suggests some recommendations as the following: to spread
the awareness to the society about the importance of the social worker
role and the necessity of preparing the social worker professionally and
theoretically to enable him/her to perform his/her roles well.
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
