The study aimed to contribute in discussing the role of the voluntary
organizations in mitigation of war effects and displacement agony. The
voluntary work has played an important role in developing improved
conditions for target communities that have been compelled to move to
refugee camps and/or other safe heaven locations by supplying basic
necessities. The study is composed of five chapters.

The results revealed that the camp is mostly populated by elderly persons.
Ignorance and illiteracy are common between the individuals of the research
samples who can only work on marginal and hard jobs. All refugees inside
the camp receive assistance and support from the voluntary and charity
organizations. All individuals being questioned spelled their wish to return
voluntarily to their original settlement areas.
The study recommended the following:

1. Displacement issues should be given more importance particularly

encouraging

research studies that are intended to provide solutions to stop wars and
local

conflicts and suggest practical development programs.

2. Capacity building programs should be initiated to train all technical
cadre involved in voluntary activities

3. Laws and regulations should be issued to protect displaced
individuals and communities from different crimes.
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
