Abstract



The objective of this study was to assess the impact of
international rescue committee, services and aids on
organization which work in the field of women development
generally and specially displaces women settled on mayo
camp.

It also focused on knowing the legal laws which governed the
work of the organization that concerned the displaced
women. The study also aimed to knowing the typed of
services which could raise up the displaced women living
standard.

Sample of the study consist of all displaced women in mayo
displacement camp who received international rescue
committee, services and aid. They were 140. Duration of the
study was from May to October 2003

Primary data needed collected by using constructed and
tested

Questionnaire (composed of 22quit ions) which applied on
the sample. The researcher applied direct individual
interview technique to fill the questions.

In the same time the researcher used close observation
techniques.

Secondary data was collected from relative sources e.g
pedicel link information and former research internet,
voluntary agencies and government reports, the concepted
model employed in this study to assess the impact of
International rescue committee services to develop displaced
women.

Development consist of two parts, the first part

Involved in depended variable .e.g. age , education level
,marital. Status no . of family member and monthly income
The second part involved dependent variable which reflect
the impact of services on development various standard of
living of displaced women and their families. Such variable
services e. g . School health centre , water availability , and
human skill developed training activities e.g .income
generating activities.



Different statistical procedures were used in the analysis of
data in this study using the statistical package for social
sciences (SPSS) for data analysis and management including
descriptive statistic, correlation and multiple regressions.
The analysis result including that:-

1- The education level of displaced women in the study
field is that more than 60% of them are illiterates.

2- The highest rate of the displacement in study field is
from upper Nile state (19.4%)

3- The most of target group live in the camps (85%) and
15% settled home.

4- International rescue committee organization
contributed construction of health and education
services in mayo camp.

5- The target group benefited very well of water services
which is offered by international rescuer committee
organization (52%)

The important recommendation

1- distribution and ordainment of the organization
contribution for the support of the displaced family
and the raising of economic and social usual

2- the organization offering of economic and culture aids
to all displaced women with out consider of certain
ages so that all the displaced family can benefit of their
aids.

3- The government caring of the free education to
displace children that the children of the displace
family have their chance of education.

4- The organization interest of health institution and
support in the displacement rejoin for raising the
standard of the displace family — economical — social
and healthy.

5- Sudan interest to find the necessary solution in the
peace field and helping of stopping war insider the
country, and to stop the displacement, poverty
starvation that result of war.
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
