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ABSTRACT

Professional Practice of the School Social Work

Case study : Private secondary School Eastren Nile Locality — Khartoum
State

This study aims to achive the following objectives :

1-Getting acquainted with the techniques used in practice and to what

extent do they conform with the current trends in social Work?

2-1dentifying the social needs of the students and placing them in order of

their priority as well as identifying the available potentials.

3-Assessment of the homogeneity of the results with the efforts exerted in

the services already rendered.

The study adopted the descriptive analytic methodology using sample
survey technique as well as interviews. The tools of the research are
represented in questionnaire and interviews.

The size of the sample is (169) students selected randomly from (11)
schools, in addition to making some interviews with school managers,
teachers .

The questions of the study included:

1-What is the type of student problems are found in private secondary

schools in Eastern Nile Locality?

2-Is there ary professional practice of school social service in private

secondary schools in Eastern Nile Locality?

3-To what extent is the practice of social Work effective in private

schools if found?



4-What are the difficulties and the obstacles which prevent the realization

of professional practice of social service in private secondary schools?

The study came out with the following results:
1-The more sound the school and family environment, the less is the

student vulnerable to problems.

2-Week feeling of the family, the school and the students towards the

importance of the school social Work .

3-The specialized professional practitioners (such as the graduates of
sociology and social Work) are more likely to succeed in the process of
professional practical than those who have other specializations

depending only on experience.

4- Some social workers feel dissatisfied about their work. This has bad
effect on their performance and willingness to work as well as their poor

professional preparation and training.

5-The existence of obstacles related to potentials and resources attributed

to the family, student and school patterns.
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
