Study Abstract
Notes from theft forfeit suspicion

The importance of studying this subject emerged from the researcher side from the
necessity of such study of which will place the Islamic role in maintaining the rights for all
parties, it also responds to the biased ones as well as open horizons for the concerned
parties.

The researcher after selecting this subject started to investigate and search in previous
similar studies and found out that it is still at very early stages with concerns to the
subject study, even though there were lots of scattered subjects in legislation and Islamic
law books. The researcher then determined and specified the following objectives:

1. Prevention of theft forfeits execution as the forfeits are prevented by suspicions’.

He also deemed to try to achieve them by using the following to approaches: elicitation and
induction approaches... his study was made of four main chapters and conclusion.

His findings were as follows:

1. The Islamic religion is a religion of mercy, compassion and perfection, takes into account
human rights but not for the international organizations ward or else.

2. Theft forfeits are prevented by suspicion.

3. There are variations of theft forfeits of which some are depends on the thieve himself,
some depends on the thieved items, and some depends on the individuals who are
stolen.

4. The jurisprudence of issues is important to the judges, lawyers and whoever concerned
in executing forfeits.

The researcher recommends the following:
1. Intensive researches from researches centers and universities on such matters.

2. Such issues are to be deeply studied in the judiciary colleges, as well as higher judiciary
institutes.

3. To hold in continued basis training and courses for the judges who are still on their jobs
for such issues.

4. To publish such inputs and thoughts to various commissions, human rights areas,
International court of justice and other parties to correct the Islam image in their minds.

5. This research would need further studies and investigations as well are to be addressed
in several languages.
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
