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Abstract

The title of the research: investigation of "Omdat AL-Braar fe
Ahkam AL-hajj w AL-Temar" book.

The author: Ali Ibn Abd al-Barr AL-Wanee AL- Shafei

The author is one from the scholars of the Shafi'i school, and he was
born in 1170 AH, and died in Egypt in 1211 AH in AL-Madina. His
long period of life was in Egypt, and studied under the hand of the
scholars in his country; after that he travelled to Mecca and lived
there for three years; in it he wrote and created many thousand in
this workbook which talked about, and finally in his journey life, he
moved to Madina and died there.

The book i1s printed in an old edition in 1305 at Mecca, and its
subject about the steps of Pilgrimage, and minor hajj and that in
appropriate to the Shafi'i school, and the author have summarized
the explanation for Abdel Raouf Zemzemi on the brief summary for
his scholar Ibn Hajar AL-Hatemi al and others, he tried to put the
opinions for two scholars, and there: AL-Shams AL-Ramly, and AL-
Shihab Ibn Hajar and those scholars are from the Shafi'l school
marks. The author began in his book with an introduction in which
he talked about his approach in the book, and then talked about the
definition of the Hajj and Umrah; then touched to talk about the
virtue of Hajj and Umrah from the AL-Hadeth to prophet
Mohammed, and put numbers of them.

The author then devotes new chapter in the ethics of travel for Hayj
and Umrah, and others.

Then the author made a chapter in the sentence of the Hajj and
Umrah ; he said that it is a duty on all Muslims once, although if the
person rebounded beyond them, and the retuned to Islam. It's
imposition of the adequacy every year.

The author then discussed the issue of being able to Hajj and Umrah;
and divided that into two parts:

The first section: is being able to self-stated, and put to it seven
conditions.

The second section: is being able to put the others on behalf of in
this worship to make it, so the author here talked about the rule of
pilgrimage for others

Then the author holed a chapter in which he referred to the Ihram of
Hajj Times spatial and temporal, and then he talked about Sunan



AL-TIhram, and the provisions of the responsiveness of the Hajj and
Umrah, as well as taboos, prohibitions of ithram.

After that the author touched on the sentences of entering Mecca,
and he said the best entry from the "Thanet Qadaa" and now it called
Alhjohn, he said about the will be access during the day after the
mornin, and enter AL-Harm from the peace door.

Then the author made a chapter on "AL Tawaf "and its provisions,
and he stated that it has seven kinds: AL-Ifaadah, AL-Umrah, AL-
Wadaa, decomposition, vows, coming, and volunteer.

He mentioned that the conditions for Tawaaf has seven, and there
are: purity, covering the body, standing at the stone at the beginning
of Tawaaf, making al-kabaa on his left, also being inside the
mosque, and it will be seven, with the intention, after that he talked
about his Sunan and mistakes.

Then he made a chapter about "AL-Saee", and he said it has four
conditions: that is located after AL-Twaf and the beginning from
AL-Safa, And it must to cut the distance between Safa and Marwa,
finally AL-Saeei will be seven times.

Then the author made a chapter on the standing in 'Arafah, and its
provisions, and preferred day of' Arafah, and then searched the
provisions overnight in Muzdalifah, and, and when out-Haj from it,
and then discussed the issue of entering Mona" Day of Sacrifice";
and the works that is prescribed for the pilgrim to do it at the Day of
Sacrifice, and there are: throwing Jamrat Aqaba, after that
slaughtering of the sacrificial animal , and then the cutting of hair,
then Twaf Al-Ifaadah

After that the author made a chapter in which he stated the
conditions and provisions of throwing "AL-Jamarat.

then he made a new chapter in the blood and its classification, and
he has been touched in it to the provisions of the blocking for the
Hajj and Umrah, also talked about the provisions of the AL-Haram
hunting; and the hunting which is forbidden, as well as the
provisions of the trees of the Haram, in addition he talked about
other provisions.

He concluded his book in research about the provisions of visiting
the Prophet's Mosque, and visiting the grave of the Prophet peace be
upon him, and also he talked about the virtues of Medina.

At the end, I have completed the research with conclusion included
the most important findings and recommendations.
