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Abstract
This study used the judicial processes for the consideration of the case
law and issues related to personal status of the legitimate Palestinian
judicial system, and the compatibility of these procedures and their
conformity with Islamic jurisprudence, due process. It relates to the
Palestinian legitimacy and the means of proof exist when the case is
legitimate way, then routes and governance and for this discussion in the
start for a number of important concepts in preparation for entry in the
main topic of the judiciary, a concept inherently legitimate and important
in the maintenance of public rights and private, and thus the conditions
that must be followed by the judiciary, who concluded that the concept of
legitimacy: "The verdict is binding on the litigants and the specific
procedures on how to protect the litigation people's rights of public and
private in accordance with the provisions of Islamic Law (Sharia)".
This study has shown the history of the legitimate Palestinian Judiciary in
an era of time, which struggled with some of the political spectrum,
especially in the era of the Ottoman Empire and the emergence of the
formation of Islamic courts and hence the change in the Ottoman judicial
system has emerged as the elimination of double the legal courts, the
judiciary and to the formal establishment of the judiciary by the judiciary
and the legal codification of provisions in the law", Journal of the judicial
provisions", applicable in Palestine to this day. As well as in the British
Mandate era and the Egyptian era and the Israeli occupation, then
terminated by placing the judiciary in the era of the legitimate Palestinian
National Authority and the development and modernization of the laws
applicable in the courts and the introduction of legitimate public interest
as required by the doctrinal texts of the famous saying of the doctrines
adopted.
Then entered in the search procedures of dealing with legitimate case,
showing its concept and concluded that it "inform that the person or his
representative has the right to be presented before the other with the
Governor (judge)", and the components of the case and the party and the
conditions and all kinds of cases such as the right case and the corrupt
one and void case and the views of scholars in all of this and the weight
of the researcher to these views and what is in effect from these views to
the opinions before the legitimate Palestinian judiciary system.
The means of proof in legal proceedings before the courts and the
legitimate Palestinian judiciary system has a very important role in
judicial proceedings, therefore, this study will discussed the range of
evidence used stated by the judiciary and the legitimate Palestinian
judiciary system such as, the confess certificate, testimony, writing
testimony, and the right and the presumption of legal materials governing



the means of proof and the views of scholars and a statement of
compliance with Islamic jurisprudence.

The research clear out the litigation procedures, routes, which should be
followed legitimately in the case before the courts and the legitimate
Palestinian statement on the concept of beginning these procedures,
which means "a set of rules and steps and means to indicate the manner in
which they can be invoked to go to the judiciary system to claim the right
of a person.

These steps and actions are brought and the date a petition recorded in the
Registrar of the legitimate court, and the appointment of a date for
consideration and a statement of procedures in reporting and the opening
of the legal record of the meeting and the rules of attendance and absence
of the case parties, and how to stop the proceedings and brought down
and left with the judicial application of the practical functioning of some
types of cases, as examples, of legal regulations and the records of real
trials in the legitimate Palestinian courts.

The research has been ended where the case end in the manner of
sentencing the verdict and show the types and conditions of it, and the
views of scholars and the evidence and how to implement it and what is
applicable in the courts of the Palestinian legitimacy system, and methods
of appeal by means of an objection or appeal and the appeals process to
the Supreme Court and legal research found a number of suggestions and
recommendations were Most importantly, the Islamic Law (Sharia) is the
religion of the immortal Almighty ALLAH, witch is good for every time
and every place, and that the Palestinian judicial system is a legitimate
Palestinian Ottoman system, is derived from the (Hanafi) doctrine and the
study recommended the need to accelerate the adoption of laws on
religious judiciary before the Legislative Council and to work towards the
unification of law between Gaza and the Palestinian West Bank and the
legitimate interest in the Palestinian legitimate system as applied to
Islamic law in Palestine.
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
