ABSTRACT

Humans created on the love of adornment and beauty, and Allah Has
statuted adornment for His slaves, as well as care of semblance.

As adornment was originally permitted, this would means that use of all
new forms of adornment things is essentially permissible. The change of
judgment to impermissible is only temporarily and not a basic rule.

Thus, this work aimed to study such new innovations by applying the
rules that govern adornment issue and its related innovations. The change
of rule from permissible to impermissible is only temporarily and not as
permanent rule.

Therefore, I aimed to study the new innovations by applying the rules that
govern adornment matter. Basically, there are two types of rules that
govern the use of adornment:

e General regulations that must be observed in regard to all types of
adornment:

- Absence of disadvantages in use of adornment.

- Avoiding imitations of forbidden personalities such as infidels
and evildoers, and imitation of a sex to the opposite sex.

- Adornment should not contains any change of Allah's creation.

- Adornment should not be accompanied by arrogance, fame, nor
squandering.

e Special regulations about certain ornamentations or its
applications:

- Regulations of adornment in rituals, such prevention of
perfume, hair shaving, etc.

- Regulations of adornment for a woman observing the period of
her deceased husband (Idda), like prevention of coloring of
eyelid/eyebrow/eyelashes, use of perfume, and wearing adorned
dress.

In light of these results, the researcher arrived to the following
Recommendations:

1. Recommendation to the Muslim brother and sister:



I advise you to fear god in exercising your religion, and to understand
religion Jurisprudence before endeavoring with applying adornment,
so as to differentiate between religiously lawful and unlawful
ornamentation.

2. Recommendation to the parents

I recommend the parent, whether a father, brother or husband, or
uncle, to observe the rulings of Islam pertaining to matters of
adornment and dress.

3. Recommendation to the Muslim merchant:

That he fears God in his business, and learns the religion matters
related to his work, and avoid importing what religion has
prohibited or prevented.

4. Recommendation to the Muslim scholars and governments:

a. It is the duty of scholars to guide the Muslim community, to
education it on religious matters through designed classes,
lectures, and seminars on issues concerning the dress and
adornment, and guide parents to do so.

b. The Islamic governments should prepare some scholarly men to
monitor shops specialized in the sale of adornment items, and
places of women decoration - so as to inform them of religiously
lawful and lawful adornment, and punish those who defy it.
