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ABSTRACT

The emphasis in this study, is on the exposure of the impact
of rural-urban migration (especially to the locality of Omdurman),
as a core-angle of the research.

To expose the impact of such migration on Omdurman, the
researcher dealt with the National Capital, to be able to link
migration to it, and then the in-coming migration to Omdurman.
This will clearly show the role and effect of migration on the
locality.

To study this topic, the researcher adopted the descriptive-
analytical approach, for the case-study; to be applied for testing
the research hypotheses. These hypotheses covered the rural-
urban migration and its impact on the services and development
of locality.

Omdurman locality was taken as a case-study to show the
impact and performance of the locality, vis-a-vis the services and
development which were offered to these in-coming Immigrants;
in the period (1993-2003). The objective was to know the impact
of the locality in this realm, by comparison of the study of
migration from the rural areas and its impact on services and
development which the locality offers to these migrants.
Likewise, it would be possible to know the development projects
and programmers offered the development of the citizens in the
period of the study and the shift in the participation of these
citizens in the process of decision-making in accordance with the
popular participation with the executive branch in running the
affairs of government.

As for the structure of the research, it included an
introduction and six chapters; as follows:

Chapter one dealt with the general framework of the
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research. It contained the research topic, problem, significance,
objectives, hypotheses, the method of data collection, the research
sample and the previous studies on the topic.

Chapter two contained the definition of rural-urban
migration, its types, divisions and the impact on the locality or
town. As the rural areas can not absorb their citizens, in most of
the time, because of the lack of employment opportunities (after
the end of the harvest season), most of the rural areas inhabitants
go to towns and cities, seeking employment.

Chapter three the grow of population to migration and also
presented the accomplishes of the locality. In the field of planning
and the organization of the squatter areas and other residential
areas, with the help of the Ministry of Engineering Affairs, for the
resolution of the problems of migration and facilitating the tasks
of the city in offering services and development in the planned
sites.

Chapter four handled the services and development offered
by Omdurman locality to the migrants and displaced people, to
the city during the research period (1993-2003). It also handled
the role played by the locality; through the development
administration in the state, on the side of services and
development which was offered to those migrants.

The research divided this chapter into three stages, so as to
facilitate the services and development offered. These three
stages; are:

1. The first stage: 1993—1995.
2. The second stage: 1996—1998.
3. The third stage: 1999-2003.

Through these stages, the researcher discussed the volume
of services and development which occurred; (such as, education,
health, roads, water, electricity and security).

The research managed to obtain this information from the
reports of the execution of services and development; which are
prepared by the State Ministry of Finance, under the supervision
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of the Services and Development Administration in the state,
(which is the responsible authority for development and services
in the localities— including Omdurman locality).

Chapter five analyzed and deliberated on the results of the
field study; in accordance with the questionnaire which was
conducted in Omdurman locality.

At last was the conclusion of the study and its
recommendations. The most important results is that there is a
great benefit which Omdurman locality may acquire in tackling
problems of development.

The recommendations indicated that there is a major role
which could be played by the locality administration in facing the
incoming migration. This could be offered through preparing
projects, programmers and plans; for the present and future, to
absorb migrants, without causing any constraints to the locality or
town. If the state government could assist Omdurman locality in
financing, the projects would lead to the development of the area.
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
