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ABSTRACT

This study aims at reviewing, the Sudanese experience in
privatization of the banking services especially exploring the
objectives and methods used in privatizing public enterprises, in
addition to study the impact of privatization policy on Real
estate Bank during the period (1998-2007).

The importance of the research stems from the important
role played by the real estate bank in the provision of real estate
services to all segments of the society, especially the lower
income group.

The study main hypotheses include the following :-

1) Privatization of the real estate bank led to improvements
in its financial performance, especially with regard to
profits, deposit volume, finance, and banks capital .

2) Privatization of the real estate bank affects negatively the
lower income group, since the bank focuses now on
targeting higher income group by building towers .

3) Privatization of real estate bank led to reduction in
employees numbers, as well as their allowances and
benefits.

In order to prove the research hypotheses , the study
adopts the descriptive analytical and statistical method. The
study uses both secondary sources such as references , technical
committee reports, and real estate bank reports, as well as
primary sources which include interviewing key figures at the
real estate bank. In addition, the study adopts the comparative
method in order to compare the bank performance before and
after privatization .

The most important results of the research include :-
1) Privatization of the real estate bank affects negatively the
allowances and benefits of its imployees.
2) Privatization of the bank led to the retrench ment of 218
employees .



3) Privatization of the bank lead to improvement in its
financial performance .

4) Privatization of the bank led to increases in government
revenue through its sale proceeds (15.5 million) and the
taxes paid by the bank .

The study come with a number of recommendations the most
important include the following :-

1) Employees laid off should receive their after service
payment without delay and immediately.

2) Regarding the method of privatization the study
recommends the adoption of partnership and to stop
alaylola system.

3) Transparency should be insured in all processes of
privatization .

4) Specialized banks should be put under the control of state
in order to achieve its required objectives.
