It is no secret that Islamic Sharia, which concludes all heavenly messages, is not
only limited to the spiritual guidance. It included all aspects of public life,

whether transactions or acts of worship and is valid for every time and place.

However, its validity requires us — as scholars and researchers - to answer all the
emerging cases and problems which the world witnesses nowadays so that we
can introduce Islamic Sharia to the whole world in its prestigious reality.
Therefore, 1 compiled the research (Jurisprudence of Transactions in the Maliki
Doctrine/Sales as a Model) in order to contribute to attempts of bridging the gaps
which we witness nowadays in addition to some of the responses related to the
skeptics on the ability of Islamic Jurisprudence to tolerate the present cases and
cope with continual development. Those skeptics justify their views in the
different interpretations of jurists for some doctrinal issues. Yet, they are not
aware of the great benefit gained from such jurist's difference. For this reason
and others, I chose to base my research on the doctrine of Malik Bin Anas "Imam
of Dar al-Hijrah" —may Allah grant mercy upon his soul- which is considered the

midpoint of the Islamic doctrines.

In addition to the discussed traditional and contemporary transactions, and its
applications, I also discussed other issues of great significance in order to

highlight the identity of the research; such as the importance of adopting the



Islamic financial transactions in the various economic activities in order to avoid
many financial crises resulting from the traditional financial system, in addition

to the dimensional flexibility of the Maliki Doctrine.

I followed — in many circumstances - the "Analytical Inductive Approach" in
addition to the "Integration Approach", taking into account compiling all
dictums, attributing it to its owners, interpretation of verses and assessing
Hadiths. The research also discusses the problematic nature of its topic from
various prospects as part of its structural construction and its researching depth.
Such research also answers many questions regarding its topic, for example: the
Jurisprudence of the Maliki Jurists in the interpretation of Sales and the basis for
such interpretations, its appropriateness in remedying the current financial crisis

..etc.

After accomplishing the research, I reached the following conclusions:

1. The Islamic sharia is valid for every time and place.

2. As it prohibits the sale of taboos, it also prohibits the sale of its means.

3. The taboo, be prohibited for itself, still prohibited no matter how it is
transacted.

4. The original principle for sale is being admissible, except if there is a text
prohibiting it.

5. As it is prohibited to sell taboo items, it is also prohibited to sell its

means. For example: to sell a weapon to somebody who has the



intention of committing a crime using that weapon or of fighting a
Muslim and several similar examples, because it will be considered as
reason of corruption and damage.

Finally, I recommend the following:

- Reinforcement research in the scope of financial transaction,
especially within high studies, so that we can keep up with modern
economic renaissance taking place in today’s world.

- To print out distinguished researches that has awarded
recommendation from the discussion’s committee which supervised
those researches, so that students can make benefit of it.

- To increase the scientific research balance at universities and
institutions, especially the scope of Islamic Sharia specialization.

- To establish a system through which coordination can take place
between employment bodies from one side and universities and
institutions from other side so that students can be guided to
specializations that society needs for religion and life as well and not

only life as it is for now.
