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Banking Reform and its Impact on
Banking Environment in Sudan (1990-2008)
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Abstract

Economic and reforms differ according to
both economic environment and economic
organization; depending on the philosophy
extracted from the prevailing economic
organization. To this extent, the research
concentrated in the experience of the Central
Bank of Sudan in pursuing banking reforms in
the country during the period 1990-2008 as
stepping for creating effective banking
environment which, can be measured using a
number of banking parameters.

The research uses the descriptive and
analytical methodology in analyzing the reality
of the Sudanese banks in terms of strength,
power, weakness, associating problems and, the
sufficient reform programs as well as, the
outcome of these programs and their measures
within the development of both economic and
banking indicators.

The research concludes with a number of
findings; the most important findings an be
summed in; the instability of economic policies
that negatively worsen the banks in the country,
namely the number of economic policies utilized
within the framework of banking and economic
reform program and, its implementation has
contributed to the stability in the economic and
banking indicators. Thus, the prominent
economic and banking environment helped in
attracting foreign investments along with the
re-writing of laws and regulation to best adapt
the need of the national economy for reform

The important policy recommendations are
concentrated in pursuing and re-writing of
different policies by the Central Bank of Sudan
to motivate and encourage merger and
acquisition, building banking and financial
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coalition to further empower their financial
positions and at the same time, not encouraging
portfolio investment for its instable nature to an
economy that in needs of long terms investment
to finance development
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
