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Abstract

This study has been carried out to investigate the
consumption determinants in Sudan during the period (1975-2005)
So as to reach the best model which determine the relationship

between the studied variables and it’s effect and consumption, the
problem of the research lies on study and evaluation the
consumption determinants in Sudan . The hypotheses of the study
are:

- There is a positive relationship between( disposable income- the
lag consumption and population size)

- Independent variable (disposable income) was more explanatory
for the model than other variables which are not included in the
model

- Independent variables ( the disposable income- the lag
consumption- population size) that enter the estimate in the model
of consumption function is considered to be the best inter predation
rather that other variables which are not included in the model.
The study followed the descriptive and analytical methods . The
study is divided into five chapters, the first one is literature review
and methods frame work , the second chapter is about theoretical
frame work for consumption , the the red chapter is devoted to the
study of consumption and its determinants in the Sudan , the fourth
chapter is handled the consumption model in Sudan and the fifth
chapter devoted to result and recommendations. The study attained
many results and these results are :

- Consumption is a function of disposable income - the lag
consumptions - population size.

- The predictive power of the model is (98%) and the rate was
(2%) was possible attributed to other determination which wasn't
included in the model and disposable in come is important for the
model variable. The study recommended the following :

- using the model in prediction according to it is great predictive
pOWer.

- More studies and researches must be learn for consumption in the
Sudan.
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
