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Abstract

This research investigated the money supply and it's
impact on inflation in 1970-2005.

The importance of this study stems from the fact that is
shows the eatant to which the money supply can have impact on
the inflation, the inflation has negative repercussion on the
economy. However the researcher has end eared in his various
chapters to show the extent to which the money supply can
effect the inflation, the impact of the economic policy adopted
by the state in the period between 1970-2005 on the severity of
inflation and the vital role by governments shares such as
"Shahamaa and the Certificate Bank Shares" (Bs) know as
Shahama in the Islamic models which is responsible for
absorbing the extra liquidity.

The researcher has found out through this research that
money supply can effect on inflation but increasing of money
supply leads to inflation appearance, where as increasing of
money supply in this case, it will be as a result of balance sheet
deficit. But if the increase in money supply is a real increasing,
it helps in decreasing inflation rates. Mean while, if the state
applies on economy policy may lead to decrease inflation, it
applied as planted, it not it will lead to negative results in that
Shahama participation certificates and Shahama have been
played efficient role in decreasing inflation severity.

The most important recommendations that researcher
recommends with are as follows: working on collecting and
chaptering date, accordingly the state can be continuous to issue
a similar participation certificates to Shahama and Shamum to
reduce increasing liquidity and for the state can follow effect



economic policy to take care of the agricultural sector, because
it is considered the main backbone of Sudanese economy.
