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Abstract

This research deals with the documentary credits
study of reliability as one of the most important
aspects of finance as it represents a kind of banking
facilities that link customers in different countries
geographically.

This research includes tree chapters begins with
introduction of foreign trade and it's importance, it's
foundations and the entrance to analyze the theories
of foreign trade in addition to the latest study, which
dealt with the evolution of the appropriation in
Omdurman Bank's role in foreign trade.

Research addresses the link between rates and
increasing the volume of foreign trade and the growth
of credits to commercial banks and how the
commercial banks reconcile the application of sound
procedures to facilitate the opening of credit, credit
operations and bank financing for the payment of
foreign trade.

The researchers supposes the impact of documentary
credits on foreign trade, as a means of payment and
location documentary credits as one of the most
important banking facilities provided by bank to their
clients, in addition to the hypothesis of the link
between increased rates of opening credits, and
increasing the volume of foreign trade.

The researchers found that there is a direct correlation
between the volume of documentary credits and the



volume exports, imports of the country. Also he found
the policy of the central bank, in addition to the
conditions and controls established by foreign banks
( in the case of imports ) have a direct impact on
exports and imports.
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
