ABSTRACT



This study intended to assess the impact of the financing policy
of the Sudan Agricultural Bank in cooperation with the
International Fund for Agricultural Development (IFAD) In
Kosti — the White Nile — towards income- generating Families,
The study focused in particular on The degree of acceptance of
the families to that policy, and the extent to which the families
were motivated to apply for loans .
Did the families gain any reasonable profits? And to what extent
these small scale projects were economically feasible to repay
the installments? And do these families have the aptitude to
apply for more loans, which indicate and maintain the continuity
of this financing policy? .
The value of this study is derived from the fact that the financing
policy of the Bank towards the in come — generating families is
very important.
This is because these families depend primarily on the maximum
utilization of the extended services as an effective means of
combating poverty and economic and social backwardness.
The group studied is composed of families financed by the
Agricultural Bank Branch in Kosti and the (IFAD) Project.
The Sample were selected using step wise stratified sampling
procedure and was composed of 120 family.
The hypotheses made for the study and results were analyzed by
using statistical techniques.
The study concluded that all the families 'had prior knowledge of
the financing policy offered by the Bank and (IFAD).
Also all the families have applied and received the loans thanks
to the briefing made by the Bank and (IFAD) official teams, the
net result of which is complete success of the financing
operation.
The majority of the income — generating families who were
financed has executed their projects as explained above.
However, after the families owned the projects completely and
became independent in terms of management, the study has
indicated the following =

98 % have executed the project.

73% have continued in taking new project.



35% have attained reasonable profits.

14% have actually applied for new loans.
It is worth noting that the ratios decline as we move forward in
making use of the financing policy.
This may be attributed to the lack of enough training and the
necessary know —how needed for the success of these projects.
Therefore, the study strongly recommends providing all the
necessary services and training for the said families after the
projects were turned over for them.
