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ABSTRACT

The research has come to a conclusion that the analysis of the
financial statements for Islamic banks through the application in a
Sudanese Islamic bank as case study (Tadamon Islamic Bank) is
one of the important issues which should be greatly considered.
This is because of the importance of banks in any economy of any
country.

The research aims the following

1. Defining accounting outlines for financial analysis for
Islamic banks

2. Devising models &forms to arrange the basic features of
analysis for Islamic banks financial statements

3. Ascertaining the strong and week points of the tools
presently used for financial analysis for Islamic banks
financial statements

4. Drafting financial analysis models that defines the
methodology of Islamic banks analysis, by using the Islamic
accounting standards issued by Islamic accounting auditing
foundation of Bahrain. It can easily be implemented.

Hypotheses

1. The more there was precise application of Islamic accounting
standards, the more there was transparency and a very frank
financial disclosure that defined the characteristics of the
Islamic banks.

2. In some of their components, the financial ratios did not
conform to the financial analysis aims of organizations that

uses accounting standards that differ from the international
one upon which the ratios were designed.

. The more there were special measures at Islamic banks, in

addition to the international ratios, the more it would lead to
drafting a model for analytical method for Islamic banks.
Some of the Islamic banks strictly apply Islamic standards
that provide the necessary data for financial analysis.

M ain results of the study

The financial ratios were designed to be used for financial
statements governed by determined accounting standards
which have been developed therewith.

The Islamic banks followed the traditional ones

The traditional banks depend on debts in external resources
and the rate of interesting the cost of finance.

The Islamic banks depend on other resources not debts.

The tools of the financial resources especially the ratios were
designed to analysis accounting standards different from the
Islamic ones. Therefore it is necessary to provide alternative
ratios which can be used for the analysis of Islamic banks
financial statements.

The transparency degree of the Islamic accounting standards
is high, the matter which facilitates deduction of new
measurement tools.

The transparency degree required by the Islamic accounting
standards, which can be used for the layout of the financial
statements, is high. The default to analysis the all financial
data comes because there is a default in the tools which can
be used.

The available data of Islamic standards differentiates between
the assets which are invested as payable debts and those
which are used as investment in order to define the concept
of utilization in the Islamic form, in addition to the liabilities
(the bank 1s committed with) and the investment accounts
(the bank is not committed therewith), and the income from



investment between the investment accounts and the bank
income from investment.

e The impossibility of the application of some financial ratios
and the acquisition of inappropriate results in others.

e Availability of good atmosphere to extract measurements
alternatives which enable people to analyze the financial
statement of the Islamic banks.

Recommendations summary

e Encouragement of all studies in the exploration of the
problems of Islamic banks and their with the modern
accounting standards in order to design special method of
measurement and analysis for the Islamic banks, the
utilization of the available financial statements and the type
of data, in addition to provision of high degree of
transparency.

e The provision of adequate analysis tools for the Islamic
banks lead to commitment with respect to the application of
the Islamic accounting standards.

e Exclusion of some ratios from measurement for the time
being such as profitability and debts from analysis of Islamic
banks, due to failure in showing results which can be
readable and utilized.

e Utilization of the Islamic measurement in Islamic banks in
Sudan in order to extract model standard for our country.
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
