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Abstract

This study aimed at identify recognize the attitudes of the Academics,
Graduates and the Directors of Palestinian institutions on the specializations
offered by the Palestinian universities, and to measure the extant to which these
specializations are agreeable with the needs of the Palestinian labor market. It also
aimed at shedding light on the structure of the available specializations at those
universities, and at judging whether those specializations are suitable for the needs
of the labor market or beyond those needs.

The population of the study consisted of three categories:

(1) 1282 Palestinian staff members at eight universities and whose sample was
256 teachers.

(2) 62717 graduates of those universities whose sample was 381 persons.

(3) 58376 Palestinian institutions whose sample was 381 ones.

For the purpose of getting statistical analysis, the researcher has used
math means, standard deviations, T-test, one-way analysis of variance, Tukey-
test, and pearson correlation coefficient. The study concluded with a number of
findings, the most important of which are:

1. There are no statistically significant differences at the level (0=0.05) in the
graduates' approaches towards selecting the required specialization.
2. There are no statistically significant differences at the level (0=0.05) in the

academics' approaches towards the structuring of specializations at the
Palestinian universities due to the gender variant.

3. There are no statistically significant differences at the level (0=0.05) in the
approaches of the institutions managers towards structuring specializations
at the Palestinian universities due to the age variant.

4. There is statistically significant correlation at the level (a=0.05) between the
specializations offered by the Palestinian universities and the type of the
demand for working faces with respect to the academics' perspectives.



There is statistically significant correlation at the level (a¢=0.05) between the
specializations offered by the Palestinian universities and the admission
policies at those universities with respect to the academics' perspectives.
There is statistically significant correlation at the level (a¢=0.05) between the
specializations offered by the Palestinian universities and the students'
desires with respect to the academics' perspectives.

The student's gender should not be given much attention by the universities
while offering the specializations. This is because both genders are ready to
get involved within the various jobs regardless of their type and nature.

The researcher has presented a number of recommendations, the most

important of which are:

More attention should be given to the academic guidance of last secondary
(Tawjihi) students in order to help them properly select the specializations
that respond to their desires.

The role of the Ministry of Education and Higher Education should be
activated by means of two methods:

(1) Prohibiting the creditation and legalization of any academic programs or
specializations which do not satisfy the needs of the labor market, and (2)
unreluctant decrediting or at least temporarily suspending those programs or
specializations if they prove to be not agreeable with the needs of the
Palestinian the labor market.

The inputs of higher education, such as admission procedures, academic
performance and educational curricula, should be continually enhanced and
developed.

In order to help the graduates quickly find job opportunities, the
improvement of their skills should be given much attention before and after
their graduation.
