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Social Interaction Problems among Children
with hearing impairment from the view point of
Teachers at Special Education Centers in
Khartoum state
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Abstract

This study aimed at social interaction among children with
hearing disability from the view point of teachers of special
educational centers. The significance of the study helps to
provide some information which concerns the children with
hearing disability as well as enriching the academic and
educational library to help the people concerned with this
category.

The researcher has adopted descriptive method. The selected
sector of the study has consisted of teachers from both sexes of
special educational centers of children with hearing disability.
The total number of special educational centers of Khartoum
State is (91).The number of the teachers in these centers is (252)
.The recent selected sector of the study has consisted of (80)
teachers from both sexes of special educational centers of
children with hearing disability of Khartoum State. From the
latest figure, (30) teachers have been selected randomly as
sample from those centers as follows: 10 teachers from males
and 20 teachers from females.

The researcher has employed social interaction scale for
children with hearing disability which includes (30) statements
where the statistical analysis were based on arithmetic means,
slandered diversion, (T-Test) and (TH-Q) to show the
significant differences.

After obtaining the data and analyzing statistically then the
following important results have been arrived as follows:

Firstly: There are problems of social interaction among
the children with hearing disability from the view point of
teachers of special education. Secondly: There are no
statistically significant differences in the problems of social
interaction among children with hearing disability that are
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attributed to the sex variable. Thirdly: There are
statistically significant differences in the problems of social
interaction among children with hearing disability that
attributed to the age variable.

The study has recommended that:

A counseling program should be organized to limit or reduce
the problems of social interaction, and a scientifically
qualified cares in the field of children with hearing disability
education should be chosen.
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
