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Abstract

The Study aimed for exploring the disease, its causes, the extent of its
spreading, means of treatment and prevention. The Study also aimed for
exploring the economic impact of the disease and the extent of
awareness among cattle breeders of the gravity of the disease that
causes economic losses due to ease of its spreading.

The data has been gathered from various sources; comprising
preliminary sources by using questionnaires, interviews with cattle
breeders; primary sources of some book references, researches and the
Internet.

The Study showed that cattle in most of the farms in that area are
permanently susceptible to mouth-and-foot disease (FMD), and during
certain period of the year (winter season). The Study also showed that
most of the cattle breeders rely wholly on the traditional (local)
treatment. Significant losses due to the disease are the deaths of the
calves in view of the poor productivity of their infected mothers, and,
hence the low quality of milk.
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
