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Impact of the Execution of the Educational Plan 2007-
20Y) on the learning Status of the Primary Educational
Level - Khartoum State.
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Abstract

This research aims to study and analyze the impact of the five
year Educational Plan (2007-2011) on the Primary Level at Khartoum



State with respect to the advantages and drawbacks that resulted from
the execution of this plan as perceived through the concept of the
educational planning, 1its importance and its role in the
teaching/learning process and to identify the basic principles and

practices of the educational planning.

The major questions and hypothesis of the research are vested
on the amendments and the conceptual changes that took place on the
primary Education as the result of the execution of the Five-year plan
(2007-2011) and to find out the advantages and short comings that

attributed to the execution of the intended plan.

The Literature review of the study is composed of three
sections: the first one deals with the planning in general its definition
and the relationship between the concept of planning and the concept
of overall planning. The second section portrays the educational
planning and explains its importance and its vital role in the
teaching/learning process and discusses its principles and practices,
the third section discusses and analyses the trends of the educational
planning in the Sudan since 1821 to 2011 and the difficulties that it
met together with the plans that had been executed since the beginning

of modern education in the Sudan.

The research methodology used in this study is a research
survey technique. The targeted population is a restricted sample
composed of the directors and the technical staff of educational
planning at the Central Ministry and the local directorates and the
directors of the primary education/Khartoum State. A designed

questionnaire is used as a major tool for collating the required data.

The research finding ascertained that the execution of the Five-
year plan (2007-2011) has led to a radical expansion in the basic
education level, strengthening the religious education and radical
amendments in the curriculum and syllabuses of the Primary

education together with the increasing of the numbers of the schools



and providing equal schooling opportunities for both male and female

students.

Also, the results of the study confirmed the existence of some
drawbacks that accompanied or resulted from the execution of the
Five-year plan (2007-2011) some of which are the increasing of the
number of the students per class and the minimizing the areas of the
schools activities as a results of building new classes and the refrain of
the fathers from enrolling their sons in the governmental schools and

hence the spreading of the private education.
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
