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Abstract

The study examined the development of the local government in Sudan, and its
Impact on the balanced development “ a case study of South Darfur state” The
problem of the study is that a state of deterioration has hit the endeavor of local



government and weakened its role in achieving balanced development. From this
point, the study is trying to answer a significant question: What are the major
obstacles and challenges facing local government and limit its effectiveness in
achieving balanced development?The study aimed to highlight the role of local
government in the balanced development,and the field study data has concluded
that the hypotheses of the study are correct.

and the research was based on several assumptions to the effect that there is a
statistically significant relationship between the (systems and laws and regulations
of the local government, security disturbances, instability in the local government
institutions, poor planning, lack of optimized investment of resources and
manpower, the suffocating central authority, the weakness of the role of popular
participation and the level of balanced development of the state).

The study used the historical methodolagy, inductive method and descriptive
analytical methodolgy.

The studycontainsfive chapters: the first chapterrepresentsthe general
frameworkfor the study, andaddressesthe introduction,andthe importance of
research, andthe research problem, the research questions, andobjectives of the
research, and theresearch hypotheses, andresearch methodology, andresearch
resources, and the limits ofthe search,andsearch terms, and previous studies.

The second chapter represents the theoretical framework of the research, and
includes three sections: The first section deals with management in terms of
concept and meaning, and the second section deals with management functions,
and the third section deals with the concept of public administration, and the state,
and the government.

The third chapter represents the research community, and includes three sections:
The first section deals with decentralization and local government, and the second
section deals with the local governament system in Sudan, and the third section
deals with the evolution of the local government system in the state of South
Darfur.

The fourth chapter represents the balanced development, and includes three
sections: The first section deals with the concept and meaning of development, and
the second section deals with local government and balanced development, and the
third section deals with people's participation and its impact on the balanced
development.



The fifth chapter represents the field study, and includes three sections: The first
section deals with the procedures for the field study, and the second section deals
with testing hypotheses of the study, and the third section deals with the results,
and recommendations and conclusion.

Hence the study found several results including:

- Rules and regulations of the local government did not applied on the ground, and
this led to the absence of development in the state.

- Poor planning and lack of optimized recruitment of human cadres and financial
resources in local government institutions of the state, wasted a lot of resources
and capabilities that can contribute to the balanced development process in the
state

- Non-observance of the foundations and scientific standards in the construction of
the localities hampered the process of balanced development.

- The suffocating central authority and the lack of clarity of the powers and
functions between the Centre and the States on one hand, and between the states
and localities on the other hand, and the intervention of the Centre in the affairs of
the states and localities, weaker the local government institutions, and therefore
reflected negatively on the balanced development of the state.

Accordingly, the study recommended a number of recommendations including:

- Review of the laws and regulations of the Local Government to be elaborated and
lowered to the ground text and content.

- Optimized recruitment of human cadres, especially the experiences of the civil
service among all local government institutions of the state and not to be
centralized in the premiership of the state only.

- Review of the foundations and criteria for the establishment of localities and
other local government institutions, and non tendency to the tribal satisfactions at
the expense of development and services.

- Dealing with the local government system in a scientific way with a clear
approach, and giving it independence, legal personality, full sovereignty, financial
independence, and confidence to lead the process of development and evolution.
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
