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Abstract

This research aims at identifying the role of in-service
training programs in improving and developing teaching the
French Language in the secondary schools as perceived by the
French Language Teachers in the Khartoum Locality.

The Literature review of the research is composed of the
general concepts of the in-service training courses which is
designed for the Secondary Schools French Language Teachers,
its goals, aims and practices and its main training procedures in
addition to the provision of information about the methods of
evaluation and assessment used by these teachers in measuring
the academic achievements of the students.

The research methodology used in this study is a research
survey technique.
