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Research Abstract

The term stock exchange, financial market, capital market, securities market or
bourse is a corporation which provides facilities for stock brokers and traders to trade
securities in a given marketplace and according to specified trading regulatory rules.

Stock exchanges have been developed substantially during the last two decades,
particularly in developing countries which aimed at sustaining economic development
and enhancing global economic integration.
