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Abstract

This study deals with the subject of the magic in the ancient Arabic poetry,
The importance of the study of the subject, in that it reveals a significant aspect of
thinking and beliefs of the Ancient Arabs which can be considered as component
of the Arabs past and modern thoughts. Despite the strangeness, novelty and
vitality of the subject, it didn’t boast specialized studies, for most of the relevant
literature was bound to theories scattered in the texts of the old books.

The nature of the search required to arrange the thesis in four chapters and a
conclusion:

The first chapter reviewed the concept of magic and poetry in the thinking
of the Arabs of ancient times, the magic definition, history, the reality of its
existence and its types, then reviewed the nature of poetry, its historic role and
leadership and importance among the genus of the speech over the centuries,
including its properties and the position it granted to the poets. And then reviewed
the mythical roots and religious dimensions of magic and poetry, adopting the
views of scholars that refer poetry to the mythical and mystical origins, manifested
in the functions and roles it performed, and singing poetry for magical purposes as
in motivating or helping to withstand the rigors of the work (harvesting, hunting).
Having gone through the religious dimension; the study reached the fact that the
poetry was a phenomenon belonging to the depth of the spiritual and intellectual
life of Arabs in Algahilya era. then interpret the link between magic and poetry. by
adopting the hypothesis of ant logical relationship between them which lie in the
nature of the two works (That poetry incorporate magic fascination, That magic
incorporate poetry fascination), and the historical relationship that they are united
in worship radicals and magical rituals of poetry; the study explained the
conceptual link between poetry and magic, which were manifested in their sharing
in: the linguistic meaning and, in camouflage, deception and imagination, and in
the principles of the simulation and the infection of the charm, and the retreat to
bilateral of good and evil , praise and slander, and the nature of their solitary
work,. Then discussed the magical drive and poetic drive, and the tools that
enable it to exhaust its full magical capacity, the characteristics of the effective
word that give its the density necessary to enter in direct action, such as weight
and Rhyming and sign and naturalization and metaphor and symbol. And
repetition that depletes full energies to spend Alazm resolve and achieve the
desired target. then discussed the ritual ceremony that accompanies the magical
work and work of poetry.

The second chapter of the research has been devoted to the relationship of
fortune-telling, inspiration and music, examined the relationship between fortune-
telling and magic and the poetry, by identifying similarities and bonds linking
poets and priests and fortune-tellers in that era, and found that they are too similar
in qualities and natures, as they share the tasks and roles that they perform in the
community, they share the same rituals and rites and practices and they gain from
a single source, the satanic inspiration.



The study proved the close association of poetry with fortune-telling and magic at
one of the old stages, deducing that from their conjunction in several places in the
Holly Qur'an. Finally, the Chapter disclosed the fact of poetic inspiration and
magical inspiration addressing the historical roots of the belief that poets are
inspired by hidden forces. Gods as for kallionan, Romans and Almusrien, poetry
demons as for Arabs . The study explained the relationship between Arabs and
Jinn, jin classification, and their multiple relationships even poets taken them as
inspiring sources who suggest them poetry, and proved that relations including the
narrated verses and confessions of the poets themselves, indicate similarity to
magicians inspiration sources. The study explained the magical features and
dimensions of poetic inspiration, the similarity of the roles and the overlapping
functions between the poet and the magician in the ancient society, concluding the
fact that there 1s inspiration and inspired poets and magicians. After that explained
the Arabic language music and its magical effect in the soul, and its output when
combined with poetry, which was termed as singing, having a pure unquestionable
charm, and it was of a magical role and its impact was stronger so it was magic, it
did magic, and its effect is magic and the poet is magician and it charm is more
than any type of magic.

The third chapter explained “the Magic of poetry." the magical effect of the
Arabs poetry, and how they comply with it on listening, and the great impact on
them in changing the course of events that have been associated with their lives.
Then explained some magical uses of poetry, which distracted poetry where the
purposes are purely magic such as aiming to disrupt the opponent powers and
magical rituals that preceded and accompanied it, and lament the dead in order to
bless their souls in their graves even take their revenge, stir the Arab spirit by
poetry to take revenge and fight in the midst of wars. And also seeding the sky
ritual magic in the pattern simulates rain and rain actions. The chapter concluded
with some magical practices associated with the customs and traditions and magic
spells and incantations, which forms the old poetry.
The final chapter (fourth) studied poetry from artistic point of view giving samples
that are associated with the meanings of aesthetic charm, including speech
sweetness and beauty of women and the beauty of the eyes, and the beauty of
nature having the effect of magic.
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
