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Abstract

The study examined the effect of higher education planning on the graduate's
unemployment - Sudan -case study in period 1990-2012, the study also has examined a
problem of the large numbers of graduates who graduated from higher education
institutions in the Sudan during the study period without facing suitable increasing in job
opportunities, which resulted high graduate's unemployment .
The study aimed to identify the admission policies followed in the Sudan and how are
consistent with the requires of local labor market , as well as evaluating the outputs of
higher education in light of the labor market requires to find out the strengths and
weaknesses of these outputs , as well as to know how are success or failure of graduate's

operation programs that have been implemented to reduce graduate unemployment .



The study used descriptive and analytical statistics approach, to describe and analyze the
data collected from primary and secondary sources for the graduates and graduate's
employers, which were obtained through two questionnaires .

The study also has used the correlation and Cross-Tabulations tests to determine
differences between the two samples answers and to investigate the hypotheses .

The study has reached to several conclusions, such as: there is a statistically significant
relationship between the admission policies in Sudan and graduate's unemployment ,and
there is a large gap between the outputs of higher education in the Sudan and the labor
market qualification requires , and higher education planning according to labor market
requires reduces the graduate unemployment .

One of the main recommendations of the study : the ministry of higher education must
have used feed-back information from labor market to help the student who like come
university to select their knowledge fields which are needed in labor market. the need to
adopt universities educational systems to monitoring and evaluating its outcomes in the
labor market and use the results of monitoring and evaluation as feedback to update its
educational systems and educational programs according to the labor market requires in
quantity and quality , the need to coordinate between universities and labor market firms
to restructure higher education to reduce graduate's unemployment rate.
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
