Abstract



The study addressed the role of rural workers training in rural
development projects sustainability, and adopted the descriptive statistics
approach and analytical statistics approach. The study aimed to know the
role of training that practiced, in the face of obstacles that limit the
sustainability of rural development projects, and the quality of the
required training programs to develop the skills of rural workers to lead
sustainable rural development process. As well as to identify the
contribution of the training programs that has been submitted to them, in
the provision of sustainability requirements for the rural development
projects. In addition, to know the constraints and difficulties facing the
rural community, which limit the sustainability of rural development
projects.

The study assumed that, the training of rural workers which is
practiced, helps in facing the obstacles that limit the sustainability of rural
development projects. As well as the training that offered to develop the
skills of rural workers affects positively to the sustainability of rural
development process in North Darfur State. The study also assumed that
the training programs that have been submitted for the development of
rural workers skills, fits with the sustainable rural development
requirements in North Darfur .In addition to that there are obstacles
facing the rural community and challenge the sustainability of rural
development projects.

The following are the most important results that the study has
revealed: the training of rural workers which is practiced helps in facing
the obstacles that limit the sustainability of rural development projects.
As well as the training that offered to develop the skills of rural workers
affects positively to the sustainability of rural development process in
North Darfur State. The study also assumed that the training programs
that have been submitted for the development of rural workers skills, fits
with the sustainable rural development requirements in North Darfur. The
study recommended a set of recommendations, including: the
intensification of training programs aimed to build the capacities of rural
workers in the field of sustainable rural development, especially that
related to increase the skills in the field of agricultural operations, and the
introduction of new technologies and agricultural machinery, and train
workers on how to use it, and intensifying training programs in the field



of agricultural extension and veterinary operations, in addition to the
development of the means of communication and increase administrative
organizations working in the rural areas, and train workers on modern
management  systems, especially, rural development projects
management, next to familiarize them with the importance of
participation and teamwork in the voluntary and sustainable rural
development.
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
