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Abstract

This study dealt with Routing rules, and identified them from books
of the previous such as; Ibn Elanbari and Abdelrhman Elsaved and
Tammam Hasan and others. These rules are syllabic control and guide
the opinions of those who dealing with grammar to the basics. It
considered as their real guide to judge on Arabic fluent speech. This
study clarify the types of routing rules : routing rules , rules of
deduction, rules of audience , rules of analogy, origin redirecting,
origin deviation and others. Routing rules are connected with grammar
rules. The most important objectives of this research were to; identify
Routing rules and their purpose ; differentiate between them and
grammar rules, and to show the relation between Routing rules
agenesis.

Routing rules are common widely summarized in grammar books

1- Routing rules abounded among the grammarians and represented
in several terms such as reasoning , reporting and deduction .

2- Grammarians use the Routing rules in reconciling grammar rules.

3- Routing rules are a tool of grammar formulating in Islamic
studies in general and especially in grammar.

4- Routing rules include several types sub ordered under them, such
as audience , analogy , origin, branch, origin redirecting, strength
and weakness.

5- Grammarians benefit from in deduction and analogy of objectives
and subjective

6- Emergence of routing rules was associated with the Islamic
science such as the science of interpretation, jurisprudence and
theology.
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
