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Abstract

The research aims to highlight the impact of accounting information
to make funding decisions in commercial banks case study of Faisal
Islamic Bank of Sudan.

The research problem was that due to the presence of management
decisions taken in disregard of the financial reports and recommendations
addressed by the department of accounting and the result will be a non-
rational decisions led to unsatisfactory results and deviations in the
performance of Amoossp. And that there is management that does not
have sufficient experience or knowledge of the full information of
accounting, leading to lack of success Amliep decision-making and cause
deterioration of the financial situation. And also the lack of accounting
information in the financial statements published, where it is after long
periods of time lose their value which would result in wrong information
and limited .

The importance of this research that many of the facilities suffer
from the fiscal deficit in order to benefit in funding requirements
necessary to achieve the objectives of the entity and the importance of
accounting information and the impact of the substantial contribution of
the rationalization of decision-makers in making decisions that help in
achieving the goals established.

The research seeks to test the following hypotheses:
1. increase the opportunities for grant funding when it increases the cash
flows of the inside.
2. Accounting information is one of the important sources upon which
the decision makers, grant funding.
3.Lack of experience or lack of knowledge of full accounting
information increases the risk of the uncertainty associated with the
process of making the decision to grant funding.
4. the greater the liquidity of banks, the less financial risk.
The research on the combination of the methods of scientific
research:

the deductive approach, the historical method, inductive and
descriptive analytical method, case study of Faisal Islamic Bank of
Sudan.

The research found a number of conclusions, including:

1.rely heavily on accounting information available to the Bank and the
extent of understanding by the administration of grant funding can be
easy.

2.The proportion of trading of the most important financial ratios that
are based upon commercial banks to do their work.

3.that banks publish financial statements which will help investors and
creditors from the analysis of these reports and see how the bank's
ability to generate profits and payment of obligations, thereby increasing
the investment of the bank.



4. banks are careful in the process of grant funding and the proportion
taking the risk because there are few guarantees of real estate, goods or
mortgage is taken as collateral and thus less risk in the amount of
funding granted to Estrada.

5.there is an impediment to banks in increased investment and thus
increase the economy, a rigid laws.
Taken by the Bank of Sudan in the process of grant funding, namely:
A. stop the final appropriations without a presenter.

B. pay 40% of the value of Murabaha in cash.

C. increasing the percentage of the annual financial benefits from 7% to
12%.

D. Reduce the time period for premiums Murabaha to 3 months only.
E. on-grant funding for any individual or company is not funding the
first full pay even though he was able.

F. All these constraints have limited the increase Alastmar and thereby
increase the economy, which reflected upon the welfare of society.

6. There is a role for banks in financing small projects that yields for
low-income countries.

7. to rely on one type of types of financing increases the risk to which
the Bank Especially if there is a large number of taxpayers by not
possible to pay off their premiums.

8. we find that in the recent period the Bank of Sudan can stimulate both
the selling and buying of hard currency So as to ensure that it is a
monopolist only work free and enter the commercial banks for a long
time In problems for granting credit to customers.

Find out with several recommendations, including:

1. 1 - Ali Albahthein continue on this subject so Taatzafar efforts to
bring awareness to the community as a whole about the role of finance
in the promotion of economy and increase the incomes and welfare of
the community.

2. Bank of Sudan to increase its flexibility in dealing with commercial
banks, especially in the laws of grant funding.

3. There are many different types of financing For commercial banks
formed to configure it, and not only on the type of stand.

4. in developing countries must increase rates of microfinance projects
in order to increase per capita income and reduce
Poverty, unemployment and increasing awareness of microfinance and
its usefulness for the development of society.

5. not restrictions on investors to pay cash and increase the benefits.

6. modify the financing policies of the Bank of Sudan by lifting
restrictions.

7. to be there and saw the role of commercial banks to any decision by
the Bank of Sudan.
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
