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ABSTRACT

This study is concerned with the regional developing
planning which aims at studying the Natural an Humanitarian
Resources that is available in the regions or the states, and how
to use them in prepare way so as to achieve economic
development and social justice in all regions.

The study aims at presenting general assessing to the
development plans in the Sudan, particularly the regional
develoment projects in the in white Nile state (sugar schemes),
this can be done by knowing the role of this schemes in
development and advancement state, and how contribute to
reducing unemployment, and improving people's living standard
there. Moreovere, these schemes participate in polatical,
economic, social stability to the urban and rural societies there.

The research problem could be seen through the weakness
of the performance of development projects (sugar schemes) in
satisfying the social, economic and development needs of the
state. The problem could be observed clearly in answering the
following questions:

1- Are the projects established according to the real
economic abilities of the state.

2- To what extent the establish of these projects depend
on the developming planning foundation. And what are
their contribution to fulfilment the economic, social
development.

The study contain some hypotheses, the most important of them
are:

1- The plans and developming program'’s in the state don't
concern the issues and needs of the society so as to
achieve the social and economic development.

2- Citizens and local society of the state have participated
in implimening the local and regional development
projects.



3- The social services which have been provided by
projects (sugar schemes) don't satisfy the needs and
ambition of people there.

The researcher used the histortical, descriptive, analytical
statistics methodology, and also use applied method,(sugar
schemes as acase study)

The study depends on many sources for data collecting
such as interviews and observation, beside the secondary
sources such as books references, statistics of state, and special
data of sugar schemes.

The study includes five chapters which contain:
introductory part, the study theortical frame work, sudanese
experience in development planning, and planning for
development in white Nile State, the practical frame work of
study (sugar schemes), beside the results and recommendations.

The study finding that, the establishment of these
projects(sugar schemes) participate in settlement of surrounding
population community. Also they contirbute in improving their
living standard that through expanding the opportunity of works
and increasing of the income. Also he study finding that these
schemes on social side causes some effect healthy and
enviromental problems (pollution, diseases) to the population
who live there.

The study recommended that the population who live there
should be looked after that by giving them necessary services
such as health, water, education.
