Abstract

The study examined the impact of economic variable in
unemployment rate in Sudan during the period 1999/2011.The variables
include: GDP, Inflation rate, Government expenditure, Exchange rate
and Size of total population. The study adopted the description analytical
methods, in addition to the econometric method in building econometric
models. The study main hypotheses include: the existence of an inverse
relationship between GDP Inflation rate, Government expenditure,
Exchange rate and Unemployment rate, as well as the existence of a
positive relationship between size of total population and unemployment
rate. The study finds that GDP, Inflation and Government expenditure
have no impact on unemployment rate during the period of the study.

Moreover, the best model, to estimate unemployment is the linear
model, which includes size of total population and exchange rate.

The study main recommendation calls for the provision of accurate
statistics and data base about labour market in order to remove the
distortions in the labour market. Also, the need to control the economic
variables which had an impact (directly or indirectly) on the rate of
unemployment, besides study its evolution and forecast their future
values.
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
