Research Abstract
The research examines the impact of the International
Monetary Fund ”s economic policies on the Sudanese Banking
Performance. Sudan has - during the late ten years - since
1997-implemented successive economic policy package
according to its agreement with the IMF. These policies
composed of different economic sectors including the
banking sector. This research is an attempt to know the
impact of these policies on the performance of the Banking
Sector whereby, these policies led to improvement of the
Sudanese Banking Performance as well.

The research is designed 1into Tfive chapters,
discussing the issue of economic policy packages and their
reflections to the Sudanese banking system as well as their
role in the Sudanese banking reform. The data used in the
analysis were based on Sudan ”s macroeconomic data and the
IMF = s data on Sudan.

The research concluded with a number of findings
related to the weakness of the Sudan banking system and its
structure that caused difficulty in monitoring it, namely,
the macroeconomic policy package that was implemented in
Sudan contributed effectively to sustainable growth rate,
stability in exchange rate and slow down of inflation rates
as well.



Based on these findings, the research recommended
that; the implementation of macroeconomic policies should
be 1in coordination with banking policies to realize the
coordination, thereby, vrealize perfect monetary policy
management. Moreover, the macroeconomic reform programs
should be associated with external funding to realize
stability among the economic sector. In addition to that,
it Is necessary that the banking system should be furnished
with strong capital and quality staff to withstand the most
world accelerating changes 1in areas of e-commerce and
instant transfer of foreign exchange and capital as such.
