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Abstract

This study aimed at evaluating the Teaching Practice Program
(TPP) at the Basic Education Faculties in the Universities of Al-Fasher,
Nyala and Zalingi, the pointy of views of teaching staff and students were
represented to assess: (the objectives, teaching practice, the duration of
training, educational qualifications, inspectors, subject teacher, school
headmasters).

The study also aimed at exploring the reality and efficiency of
teaching practice programme in the three universities as well as
investigating the impact of the university variable and its assessment of
the axis of teaching practice.

The research sample comprises of (42) inspectors drawn from the
Academic Staff, (187) male and female students. Two questionnaires
were used as a research tool, a questionnaire were designed for Academic
staff, it contained five items, the students' questionnaire contained six
items and validity and reliability of the questionnaires have been verified.
The study was built on two frames: the first one was descriptive and
analytical to the reality of teaching practice in the Basic Education
Colleges at the three universities, the second focused on the field and
practical side where the programmers were evaluated using views of
research sample and the study arrived at the following findings:

1. The assessment of (TPP) and its efficiency at the colleges of Basic
Education in three universities towards the points of strength in
average with a mean of 2.04 and standard deviation of 0.75.

2. The viewpoints of teaching staff about points of strength and
weakness with regard to evaluation of teaching practice axes has been

average towards point of strength with a mean of 2.08.



3. Student's point of views regarding points of strength and

weaknessevaluation of teaching practice has been average towards
point of strength with a mean of 2.01.

. There are statistically significant differences at the level of 0.05
attributable to the variable of university for the research sample drawn
from teaching staff members of the research sample in favour of Al-
Fasher University in the axes: (The objectives, school headmaster,
assessment), there are statistical differences with regard to the axes of
the inspector and requirements.

. There arestatistically significant differences at the level of 0.5
attributable to the university variable from the students' pointy of
views in favour of the sample drawn from Nyala University in the
axes of (inspector, subject teacher, duration of training, assessment),
there are no statistical differences in the axes of educational

qualifications and the school headmaster
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
