Abstract

The research aims at reviewing the potentials of Sudan in
terms of wealth and available basic infrastructure regarding the
production and manufacturing of leather in order to examine its
financial gains .

The study explores the advantages and disadvantage by
highlighting the environmental impact resulted from the tanning
process of hides and skins .

The research highlighted the problems facing leather
industry as well as policies adopted by government to develop
this sector in order to maximize its gains.

The research reviews the different views on the policy of
the ban that has been imposed on export of hides and skins and
the re-open of the same recently. Such policy is still having
conflicting views between different departments and
Institutions.

Lastly the research highlighted the value added realized
from manufacturing of leather. For this purpose some tanneries
had been considered. To realize the above stated points the
researcher depended upon the primary as well as secondary data
by the following the analytical descriptive approach with its
both aspects of statistical and case study, in addition to personal
interviews with the concerned persons in this industry. After
analyzing the collected information’s the research has
ascertained the following findings :

1- All the tanneries in Sudan facing the problems of waste
treatment .

2- The value added realized from leather industry increases
with an increase of selling price of leather which
controlled by the quality of the product.

3- The present policy of opening the exports of hides and
skins having its justification and suitable with present
situation of leather industry.
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
