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Abstract

This study aims at identifying the availability of required Teaching
competencies by the English teachers in the basic stage in Khartoum locality.
The researcher Studies the research problem by the following main question:
What are the competencies required to be available by the English teacher in the
basic education?

The researcher used the descriptive method to answer the Following research
questions:

1- What are the competencies required to be available by the English teacher in
the basic level education?

2- To what extend do the English teacher in the basic level education need the
availability of academic competences represented by listening, speaking, reading
and writing skills?

3- To what extend do the English teacher in the basic level education need the
professional competences represented by planning, execution, and evaluation?
4- To what extend does the English teacher in the basic level education need
personal competences?

5- What are the obstacles that face training of English teacher in the basic level
education in order for them to acquire the teaching competences?

The researcher used, a questionnaire, the observation and the interview as
research tools for collecting research data. And after collecting the data
concerning the population of the study represented by the English teacher in
the basic stage education whose number reaches (163) male and female teachers
distributed in (57) governmental schools. The researcher had randomly chosen a
sample of (36) basic school: with a rate of (63.1%) from the original sample and
so the research came up with a number of important results of which were:

1- There were teaching competences to be available in the characteristics of the
English teacher in the basic stage education in order for them to acquire the
teaching competences

2- The teachers were in need of the teaching competences to be available in the
field of academic competences.



3- The teacher was in need of the teaching competences to be available in the
field of occupational competences.

4- were in need for the teaching competences to be available in the field of
personal competences

5- There are basic obstacles that hinder the teachers to acquire the teaching
competences.

Important results that the research came up with include:

1- Importance of designing training program for the English teachers to provide
them with the teaching competences including:

a. In service training to enhance teachers skills

b. Activating the on job training programs and attention is to be paid for
teaching practice for the undergraduates in the education colleges

c. Providing attractive environment and organizing workshops, continual
symposiums, forums to address in between teachers.

d. Providing moral and material support for the teacher and improving their
positions in order to secure a normal rate of psychological and job satisfaction
for the teachers

2- Updating and condensing the methods in the education colleges of the
universities

3- Revising the English curriculums and carefully updating them with
elimination and modification

4- Providing books and facilities for pupils and teachers and consider English
literature as compulsory in all levels

5- Using up to date teaching aids

6- Developing curriculum and extra curriculum activities persistently, and to
insist that pupils must participate and encourage them for that.
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
