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Abstract

This research tackled the evaluation of the economic relationships
between Sudan and China during 1990-2013 in the fields through which
those relationships evolved. The research aimed at identifying the impact
of oil investments of China in Sudan, the impact of Chinese financial
assistance to Sudan and the impact of foreign trade between the two
countries on the development of economic relations between the two
countries. The most important hypothesis by the research was that there is
a positive relation between the development of economic relations and
Chinese investments in the field of oil. There is a positive relation
between Chinese financial assistance to Sudan and development projects
in Sudan

The study used the descriptive-analytical method, historical method and
deductive method. Economic model was designed to analyze the
research’s hypothesis and to what extent they are in conformity with the
results. The most important results obtained by the research were that oil
forms the backbone of Sudanese-Chinese economic relations. Financial
assistance given to Sudan by China has achieved the development even
though the economic and political pressures that imposed on Sudan
because of China’s need to Sudan’s oil to cover its need of energy which
underlies its accelerating economy. An American pressure succeeded to
separate South Sudan riches with oil that leads to weaken Sudanese-
Chinese relations in the field of trade; between the two countriesbecause
oil was the important exports of Sudan to China. According to foresaid
results, the following recommendations were reached by the research:
China should not be considered strategic alternative for Sudan to
compensate the loss of American-Western investments, but the future of
the relationships should be built on the basis of balance between oil
investments and trade with China on one hand and U.S.A and the West
on the other hand. The research also recommended that Sudan should
take Chinese oil investments as a mean to direct its financial assistance
towards the projects that reduce poverty as agricultural projects and the
projects that focus on building capacities and transfer technology as well
as the research recommended to halt usury loans whether they are offered
from China or other donated country which aggravate foreign debts.Also,
the research recommended studying the future of Sudanese economical
relationship with china after the division of the south.
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
