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Abstract

This research aimed to know the effect of finance lease contracts on
finance decision in Sudanese commercial banks, by clarifying the concept and
significance of finance lease contracts as well as parties-related thereto. The
research also aimed to analyze the volume and term and parties to finance lease
contracts in the finance decisions in Sudanese commercial banks. The research
problem is well represented in the poor attention of the Sudanese banks to the
finance lease contracts and lack of sufficient analysis as regard to its volume and
term and parties-related thereto, before taking finance decisions, as the following
research questions put forward: Is there any effect of analysis of finance lease
contracts volume on finance decisions in Sudanese commercial banks? Is there
any effect of multiplication of parties related to the finance lease contracts on
finance decisions in Sudanese commercial banks? How does the long term of
finance lease contracts affect the finance decisions in Sudanese commercial
banks? To achieve the research objectives, and resolve the research problem the
validity of the following research hypotheses has been tested: There is a
correlation that is statistically significant between the analyses of finance lease
contracts' volume and the finance decisions in Sudanese commercial banks.
There is a correlation that is statistically significant between the multiplication of
parties related to the finance lease contracts and the finance decisions in
Sudanese commercial banks. There is a correlation that is statistically significant
between the long term of finance lease contracts and the finance decisions in
Sudanese commercial banks. To put said research hypotheses into effect, the
research used the historical approach, the analytical, descriptive approach, the
deductive approach and the inferential approach. The research has reached a
number of research findings, the most significant of which are the following:
There is limitedness in the spread of finance by finance lease contracts in the
Sudanese business environment. Determination of the volume of finance lease

contracts deemed as a perfect indicator to predict risk and avoid it. Provision of



numerous alternatives for the lessee will help him make prompt finance
decisions and enable him to have the available investment opportunity, since, he
is not affected by inflation. Long term of the finance lease contracts may
contribute to laying down a stable plan based on existing obligations and its
term. The research then concluded with a set of recommendations, including the
following: The research fully recommended the state should encourage making
finance through the mode of finance lease contracts, since the same contributes
to acquire long-term assets without incurring grave finance burdens. The
research highly recommended making benefit from the privileges of finance
lease operations in the process of financing the different industrial, commercial
and housing and service sectors. The research strongly recommended the
examination of the finance lease contracts term, in a more accurate manner,
since, the same reflects the regularity of the tenant in paying up his installments

and his status as regard to insolvency.
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
