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Abstract

This study aimed to identify the obstacles that limit the use of computerized in
Faculty of Education programs, and determining the availability of devices
that necessary for the use of computerized programs and equipment, and to
determine the readiness of the faculty staff to implement computerized
programs in teaching, and understanding the obstacles that facing the
implementation of computerized programs in the College of Education. To
reach these goals the study used the descriptive analytical approach and the
questionnaire and interview used for collecting data. The sample of the study
consisted of faculty members and experts of educational technology. The
study reached some result, and the most important result is that devices and
equipment is inadequate and do not match the required specifications for the
use of computerized in Faculty of Education programs, and the faculty staff
members are ready to employ computerized programs in teaching in terms of
potential skill, but there are obstacles facing the employment of educational
programs computerized in the Faculty of Education (such as lack of adequate
budget provided for the application of computerized programs, and the lack of
strategic plans to implement computerized programs are available. In addition,
the material cost to use computerized programs constitute an obstacle to their
use). Accordingly, the researcher recommended that there is a need to develop
computer laboratories, and taking into account the possibility of computing
curricula during its design, also must train teachers on the use of technology
in education and the preparation of strategies plans to describe the different
actions to take, as well as to overcome the obstacles already existing in
