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Abstract

This research handles the educational, social and
economical problems to which the elmentary schools are
exposed. It also handles the techniques of educational
attainments and relations of guidance and counselling which
necitate.

I- Knowing the social and educational problems of pupils.

2- Kowing their needs of guidance.

3- Knowing the extent of guidance and counselling.

4- Knowing the common techniques of attainments of the
pupils.

To achieve these objectives through data collection, two
questionnaires were directed to a sample of pupils on the
assuption that they suffer from problems, assumed in the
research .

After reviewing of the results of the questionnaires, the

. data obtained were classified and analyzed according to
responses of the questionnaires. The result of the research, may
has be summried as follows:-

I- The pupils suffer from economical problems that affect

their way of living .

2- They also suffer from educational and social problems .

3- They need tentative counselling programs especially
during this age

4- The most common studying methods adepted by the pupils
were understanding and comprehending followed by
memorization.

5- These pupils who recived guidance showed a higher
degree of achievment than those who didn’t.

Depending , on these findings some poh?.y
recommendations which may help in the treatments of the
problem, have been presented for future research in this field.
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
