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Abstract

The research examined the determinants of national income in Sudan 1985-
2013. The research used the econometrics analysis approach for describing,
formulating, estimating and evaluating the model. The most significant
objectives of the research is to form an econometrics model for identifying
the most important determinants of the national income in Sudan during the
study period. The main hypotheses stated that there is a statistical inverse
relationship between each of these variables ( inflation , exchange rate )
and the national income. As well, there is a positive relationship between
the money supply and national income. The important findings showed that
the most variables that have greater effect on the national income in Sudan
are inflation and exchange rate while money supply has low effect. It is also
found that the best model to represent the national income function in Sudan
is the Semi-log Model . The most significant recommendations indicated
that it is necessary to give considerable interest in the real productive sector
and its development is a principal factor for realizing the economic stability.
This objective can be achieved by encouragement investment and
providing the essential facilities as well as directing the government
expenditure towards the development of infrastructure. Priority should be
given to production to meet the basic needs of the society in terms of goods
and services and consequently, leads to social and political stability and
optimum allocation of the available resources of the society so that the

national economy will be developed.
