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Abstract

This research examined the use of Sukuk for financing the
infrastructure projects generally and Sudan particularly.

The problem of the research is stemmed from exploring the
role of Sukuk in financing the infrastructure projects in Sudan
under the current economic situation which is shaped by the
economic siege and international financial crisis. In such
situation, how finance is provided to the infrastructure
projects by Sukuk and from where did the sources of finance
come under the umbrella of the Islamic system.

There are a number of hypotheses and the most significant
one indicates that Sukuk have contributed to the finance of
infrastructure projects and therefore, it is possible to depend
on Sukuk for future finance of infrastructure ¢« The historical
approach, induction approach and deduction approach are
applied by the research.

The most important findings indicated that the finance of
infrastructure is not only provided by Sukuk but also by
borrowing from internal sources and friendly countries in
terms of donates and loans. The total provision of Sukuk was
very low in the last ten years and it is not possible to depend
only on Sukuk for financing the infrastructure projects. The
low finance is due to the weakness of savings supply and lack
of spread of investment culture in securities in the society.

The most significant recommendations show that it is
important to expand issue of Sukuk so as to finance the
infrastructure projects and listing the Sudanese Sukuk in the
exchange market at the local and regional level as well as
increasing the financial investment in securities between the
individuals in the Sudanese society.
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
