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Abstract

This study aims at identifying the elements of stage direction of folk
dance in the Nuba Mountains, "applied to the Keisa dance', which is
performed by Abu hasheem tribe in Kadugli area. The study relied on
identifying the research problem to try to take advantage of the folk
dance in the Nuba Mountains and employed it in theatrical direction.
The importance of the study is that it attempts to study the folklore
through recognizing the theatrical forms with Sudanese privacy. The
main hypothesis of this study is that in spite of the richness of the
cultural heritage of the Sudanese rituals, legends, dance and folk
practices; they do not employ this potential at the level of drama /
theatre and with the privacy to the form of theatrical direction away
from dependence on the curricula of western global directorial. The
study adopted descriptive analytical method and historical approach
that fits the nature of the study. The study used the interview,
photography, watching, participation and observation as tools for data
collection. The study also uses the fieldwork and the electronic library.
The study reached a number of conclusions and recommendations,

including:



1. The folk dance in Nuba Mountains is rich with dramatic and
directorial elements that can be employed in developing the work of

Sudanese filmmaker.

The main recommendation is to encourage directors to study folk dance

and benefit from the development of the form of watching and direction

in Sudan.
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
