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Abstract

This research aims to study and analyze the impact of using the
strategy of the advanced organizers in teaching Geography as compared
with the classical teaching methodologies in reinforcing the levels of
knowledge and perceptions among the students.

Thus, the problem of the research is vested around to find out to what
extent the strategy of the advanced organizers in teaching Geography to
the students of the first class/secondary school is effective.

The researcher adopted the experimental approach according to the
design of the experimental and the control group followed by a pro-test.

The targeted population of the research are the students of the first
year of the Shigailab public secondary school for girls, Jabal Auliya
Locality. Two first year classes were selected for the experimental work.
These are: Alhumaira class (54 students) as an experimental group and
Shemaa class (54 students) as a control group. A pro-test was also
prepared, revised and validated by a number of highly experienced
teachers.

Major findings of the research are:

o Statistical differences were observed between the experimental and the
control group with respect to understanding and perceiving geography
for the sake of the experimental group.

e The utilization of the strategy of the advanced organizers in teaching
is more conducive and effective in drawing the attention of the
students.

It is recommended that:

0 In-service training courses should be designed and held for the
teachers and supervisors to familiarize them with the know-how and
the application of teaching methods bases on the concepts of the
strategy of the advanced organizers.

o0 Provision of teachers and supervisors with references, books and
researches that deal with the teaching methods and strategies.
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
