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Abstract

This study tackled the psychological adjustment of those of learning difficulties
and its relationship with the family upbringing: a study on the second form Pupils, Red
Sea State, The researcher adopted the descriptive/ analytical method, and she used the
questionnaire tool for the collection of the study data. The study universe consists of the
governmental school in the Red Sea State — Port Sudan town. The sample of the study is
manifested in the second form pupils of literacy learning difficulties whose number is
(165). And after the exilusion of the discarded samples the size the became (150), besides
the regulated personal interview, the study material was analysed through the statistical
package of social science program (SPSS) and the primary data was corroborated with
information from the secondary sources (books, articles, university theses and electronic
sites).the study arrived to that all the dimensions of the psychological adjustment are
characterized with an increase with the exception of the religious adjustment dimension
which is characterized as moderate and with a statistically significant degree, that there
are no statistically significant differences in all the dimensions of the psychological
adjustment of those of learning difficulties according to the gender, that there are no
statistically significant differences in all the dimension of the psychological adjustment of
those f the learning difficulties acceding to the existent parent. That there are no
statistically significant differences in all the dimensions of the psychological adjustment
of those of learning difficulties according to parents separation variable with the
exception of the emotional adjustment to the favor of the non-separated parents, that
these is no correlation between all the dimension of the psychological adjustment of those
of learning difficulties and the age with the exception of the personal adjustment
dimension where these is an inverse relationship and the emotional adjustment dimension
where there is a direct relationship of statistically significance for those of learning
difficulties, these is no correlation between all the psychological adjustment dimensions
of those of learning difficulties and the literacy learning difficulties with the exception of
the emotional adjustment dimension where there is a direct relationship between it and

the literacy learning difficulties with a statistically significant degree, that these is no



correlation between all the psychological adjustment dimensions of those of learning
difficulties and on the class level with the exception of the personal adjustment
dimension, where there is an inverse relationship, and the emotional adjustment where
there is a direct relationship between it and the class level with a statistically significant
degree, that these is no correlation between all the psychological adjustment dimensions
of those of learning difficulties and the birth ranking. The study recommended that there
should be an initial assessment for every pupil who is registered in the school so as to
detect the learning difficulties, and that any pupil whose result of assessment indicates a

high probability of learning difficulties should be put under observation by the teacher
