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Abstract

This research examined and analyzed the interactions of Globalization and
Global migration with urban poverty in Greater Khartoum. The importance of
the reactions arises from the phenomenon of high population mobility rates to
Khartoum during the last three decades (1983-2013), during which the
population of Greater Khartoum increased to more than four folds in less than
quarter Century. Simultaneously —within the same period -, strictly at (1999)
Sudan started oil exportation. Oil exportation added much to the country
foreign trade and revenues, more over invited foreign investment. Both foreign
investment and oil revenues participated to the developments in utilizing
computer and communication technology, from which the principal
characteristics of globalization in Khartoum emerged.

In the other side, immigration to Khartoum was an influx of internal displaced
persons and the refugees which had had the share of the loin in Khartoum
population growth. So, the growth was mainly a result of forced migration.

There was historical existence of urban poor in Greater Khartoum, because of
that fact, the research focused on interactions between the three phenomena
Globalization, forced migration and urban poverty. The research examined the
interactions and the reactions between the variables through testing the research
specific hypothesis. From the test the research received its findings. The findings
and the literature review conducted empowered the researcher to draw the study
final conclusions.

At last the research recommended to the concerned authorities and institutions-
including research and academia - some recommendations on policy, planning,
decision making and future research.
