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ABSTRACT

This study aims to highlight the structural and aesthetic
dimensions of sculpture in Khartoum architecture from 1886 — 2010,
focusing on the aesthetic impact of sculpture in architectural formation.
Fourteen purposive samples, that shares all the characteristics and
features of the research community which consists of governmental,
private and religious buildings, were selected, through a documentary
survey. The researcher utilized a descriptive and analytical
methodology, by which, constructional and aesthetic dimensions of
sculpture of sample buildings in Khartoum were described and later
analyzed to test the hypotheses. Most important results show that
decorative motifs carved on the walls and ceilings of sample buildings in
Khartoum, belong to multiple historical architectural styles with
prevalence of Islamic architecture styles. Moreover, architectural
practices successfully utilized decorative sculptural methods reflecting
the aesthetic values of sculpture in architecture. The study recommends
that undergraduate courses such as history of Sculpture in Sudan and
restoration of ancient buildings, should be taught to sculpture students at
the Department of Sculpture at Sudan University of Science and
Technology in order to strengthen the link between the sculptor and the
architect and to enable sculpture graduates to keep pace with the
expansion of architecture in Sudan.
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
