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Abstract

This research aims at identifying the self-concept among students with
auditory disability in the secondary schools of the auditory disabled
students in Khartoum locality; it also aims at identifying the relationship
between self-concept and gender, age, level of disability, education of
parents. The researcher used the descriptive method, and the sample size
reached (90) students, (48) male students and (42) female students formed
through the simple random sampling. The researcher used scale of self-

concept by F Berus and Haris. As for the statistical analysis T test, Person



correlation co efficient and Shaffer test were used. The study came up with

the following result:

1. The self-concept among the students with auditory disability in the
secondary schools of the auditory disabled students in Khartoum localityis
positive.

2. There were statistically significant differences in the concept among the
students with auditory disability in the secondary schools of the auditory
disabled students in Khartoum locality according to gender variable in
favour of the males, and according to the intensity of the disability, age,
and the educational level of the parents.

In the lights of these results the researcher came up with a number of
recommendations, important of which is that the present administration
system and its role in reinforcing self-concept is to be ensured, and parents
must participate with the administration and the teachers and guaranteeing
the adoption of scientific programs supporting the established ones, and
giving the female  auditory disabled to express themselves and

responsibilities must be assigned to them to let them feel functioning.
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
